The Rock County Transportation Coordi-

nating Committee (RCTCC) is a 15 member 

County appointed body made up of people 

from the County Board of Supervisors, the 

Council on Aging, Human Services, trans-

portation providers, mobility management, 

area planning organizations, elderly and 

disabled citizen advocates, and consumer 

and agency advocates.   

 

The RCTCC’s main job is to learn the mobil-

ity needs in the community, bridge service 

gaps, and increase community inclusion.  

 

The RCTCC holds public meetings on the 

second Friday of every odd month.  Meet-

ings are located at the Rock County Job 

Center at 1900 Center Avenue, Janesville, 

WI 53545 from 8:45 a.m. to 10:30 a.m.  Cit-

izens are welcome to come to the meetings.
