WHEREAS, the County Board approved the creation of three new Mental Health Division Program
Managers in the 2014 Adopted County Budget as part of a Human Services Department reorganization
initiative; and,

WHEREAS, the County Board concurred with the Human Services budget request that was included in

Executive Summary

The 2014 Adopted Rock County Budget included three new Mental
Health/AODA Division Program Managers that were included as part of the Human
Services Reorganization. These three positions were originally budgeted to begin on
March 1,2014. Three internal candidates applied and been selected for the three new
Program Manager positions. The Human Services Department would like to start these
Program Managers on January 13, 2014, rather than wait until March 1, 2014, as there
will be sufficient salary savings from the supervisory vacancies to hire these positions on
January 13, 2014, and furthermore, there are significant programmatic benefits for doing
so. Consequently, in order to more effectively move forward with the Departmental
initiatives, such as implementation of Comprehensive Community Services, the Human
Services Department requests that it be permitted to start these positions on January 13,
2014, rather than March 1, 2014. The Department has sufficient funds in its budget to
accommodate this adjusted start date for these three new positions.
